	Australian Defence Force Scholarships

	These scholarships support medical students at universities throughout Australia during their university studies in return for a period of service to the Australian Defence Force (army, navy or air force) after graduation.

	Who can apply?

	The Australian Defence force pays students to study at university by offering scholarships. You’ll usually need to be studying a course that isn’t offered at the Australian Defence Force Academy (ADFA) in Canberra. This includes all health related courses including medicine.

During your studying you’ll be treated as an employee of the Army, the Navy or the Air Force. Then when you’ve finished your studies followed by a two year residency (internship or RMO1) in a public teaching hospital, you’ll have a return of service obligation to the defence force which means you’ll have to work in the Army, the Navy or the Air Force for the period of your study (in which you were supported by the defence force) plus one year.

These scholarships are:   

· Available to Indigenous and non-Indigenous people

· Available for any undergraduate course (including medicine)

· Available-Australia-wide

Additional criteria:

· You must be an Australian citizen

· You must be willing to participate in military training and to be posted in a new location every few years while you’re working in the military

· If you want to work n the Defence Force, but you don’t want to commit to a return of service obligation, you can join the Army, Navy, or Air Force Reserves where you’ll be eligible for tax-free pay.

	How much is it worth?

	The defence force will pay for:

· Your HECS for the duration of your course

· Most fees directly related to your course such as your textbooks

· You’ll also receive a salary while you’re studying. Your salary will increase each year as you progress through your studies. In your final year you should be receiving roughly $40,508 per year ($1,554 per fortnight) before tax.

	Selection criteria:

	· Applying for a defence force scholarship is like applying for a job because you’ll end up working for the army, navy or air force once you’ve graduated from university. Only appropriate people for the job will be selected.  

· You’ll need to be fit for the defence force both physically and mentally, and pass the screening and fitness tests

· You’ll have to sit an aptitude test and have an interview where you’ll discuss your suitability for a career in the defence force.  

· You’ll also need a security clearance

New Commonwealth Scholarships

Major changes have been made to Commonwealth Scholarships for 2010. These scholarships used to be delivered at university level, but are now managed by Centrelink.

As of April 2010, the Commonwealth Government has created two new scholarships to support students in full-time tertiary education with the costs of studying and living away from home. These will supersede the Commonwealth Learning Scholarships. Unlike the old Commonwealth Learning Scholarships, you don't need to apply for these scholarships. They will instead be paid directly to eligible students through Centrelink.

	Commonwealth Scholarships: Student Start-Up Scholarship 

	These scholarships support students who are receiving Abstudy or Youth Allowance with the costs associated with full-time university study. 

These scholarships are automatically awarded to all eligible applicants. No application is required. 

(note: students who are receiving a Commonwealth Education Costs Scholarship which was awarded prior to 2010 cannot receive a Student Start-Up Scholarship at the same time)

	Department of Employment and Workplace Relations Indigenous Cadetship Support (ICS) Program

*This used to be called the National Indigenous Cadetship Project (NICP)

	This program pays an allowance to full-time Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander students during their studies (at TAFE or university) and arranges 12 weeks a year of relevant paid work experience with a host organisation during the university holidays. 

Note that cadets cannot receive Abstudy.

	Who can apply?

	Cadetships are:

· Available to Indigenous and non-Indigenous people

· Available to students studying for a diploma, advanced diploma or undergraduate degree course (including medicine) at a TAFE college, university or other registered training organisation 

Available Australia-wide

Additional criteria:

· You must be studying full-time

· If you are studying at university, you must be doing your first undergraduate degree

· Although the program is paid for by the Commonwealth Government, you’ll need to find your own employer or host organisation for your cadetship. To facilitate this process, there’s a national website where students can register online and interested host organisations can view student applications.

· The Indigenous Support Centre at your university should have a list of cadetship possibilities in the Federal Government, State Government and private sector. Many universities offer cadetships themselves to Indigenous students (often as part of their Indigenous Employment Strategy)

· Medical school and Cadetships: Because medical school involves longer term dates and a heavier workload than most other courses, a cadetship is usually too much of a commitment whilst studying medicine. You also won’t usually get enough holidays to do the necessary work placements. However some students do a cadetship during their undergraduate degree before commencing graduate-entry medicine.

	How much is it worth?

	· A cadetship is worth approximately $15,400 a year (you get paid during your 12 weeks of work experience, but you don’t get paid extra during this time)

· You can’t receive Abstudy while you’re doing a cadetship, but you can receive other scholarships.

· Cadetships don’t cover your HECS costs. However some host organisation will pay your HECS fees as part of your contract. It depends on who you do your cadetship with.

	Selection criteria:

	· The selection criteria will vary depending on what type of course you’re doing and who you’re doing your cadetship with.

· A cadetship is like a job, and each host organisation will have a role that role they envisage for their cadet. It’s best to ask host organisations individually, especially if you’re invited to an interview.

· If you entered medicine through a school leaver provisional entry pathway or a graduate entry course you‘ll be reimbursed roughly $7,000 per year

· The exact amount you’ll be reimbursed will depend on when you graduated (as HECS fees have increased over time)

	Indigenous Youth Leadership Program Indigenous Scholarships (Tertiary)

	Medical Rural Bonded Scholarships (MRBS) Scheme

	These scholarships support medical students through their university studies in return for a period of service to rural Australia or areas of need after completing their training. They are available at all Australian universities offering medicine except Bond University.

· Available to Indigenous and non-Indigenous people

· Only available to for medicine

· Available Australia-wide, with each university having a specific quota of scholarships to award
