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ACCOMMODATION

If you need to move away from home to study medicine you should think about living on-campus.

Living on-campus is convenient because you don’t need to worry about travelling to and from university. You’ll also meet a lot of people like yourself, who’ve moved to a new city to pursue their studies.

There are two types of on-campus accommodation options: catered and self catered. Not all universities offer both.

1) Fully catered accommodation is where you meals are provided. You’ll receive anywhere from 16 – 21 meals per week. This type of arrangement is usually found in a residential college, which is usually a very big building where everyone has their own room and share bathrooms and common areas. Residential colleges usually accommodate between 50 and 350 students, and some residential colleges offer the option shared bedrooms. 

Many colleges have strong religious affiliations and are owned by religious groups, although they accept students from diverse religious or non-religious backgrounds.

2) Self-catered accommodation is where you are responsible for arranging your own food. Although you can get large halls which are self-catered, this type of accommodation is usually arranged into shared units or flats, where a group of students (usually between three and eight) share a living space. All the units/flats together make up a village.

Some universities also have semi-catered accommodation, where some meals are provided (usually evening meals during the week), and you have to make your own arrangements for the other meals.

Fully catered on-campus accommodation can be expensive, especially if you’re in a big city. Often the weekly cost can be quite a bit more than your entire Abstudy or Youth Allowance payment. In some instances fees can be up to $20,000 per academic year (33-40 week accommodation).

A lot of universities and residential colleges offer scholarships, which pay part or all of your fees, to help disadvantaged people like Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander students to live on-campus, and this is something you should look into.

However, luckily Centrelink also offers an Abstudy Residential Costs Option. If you’re eligible for Abstudy (even if you’re not eligible to receive the full amount), Centrelink will pay the entire cost of your accommodation fees if you live in a fully-catered residential college. You’ll also receive a small allowance to pay for minor day-to-day expenses.  This allowance is currently $41.60 per fortnight, and you can apply for scholarships to top this up.

You won’t receive your normal Abstudy living allowance while you’re on the residential option, but you won’t have to worry about paying for accommodation, food, bills like electricity, and transportation expenses to and from university. Many of the residential colleges also offer a tutoring program which is covered by the cost of the college fees which Centrelink will pay for.

Some hostels are only for students, whereas others offer accommodation to Aboriginal people with other needs such as: the homeless, people undergoing medical treatment away from home (and their families), people in substance use rehabilitation, women, families with children and the elderly.
