Small Grants - Call for Submissions -
Guidelines and Proposal Form

As part of its objective to support sexual health initiatives in Central Australia, the Centre for Sexual Health (CSH) is offering small grants designed to raise awareness and build the capacity of sexual health activities throughout the region. Projects eligible for funding may range from innovations in clinical practices, research, sexual health training, health promotion, community based arts and multi media projects, through to innovations in best practice. 
To date we have funded a range of projects including Mooditj and YWCHEP facilitation training, an IDU research project, a soon to be released youth sexual health DVD ‘Choosin Right’, the Sexual Health component of Aboriginal Health Worker training in Alice Springs and a number of condom promotion projects. In addition to providing project funds, CSH can assist applicants with technical support to develop or ‘fine tune’ a proposal into fruition.  

If your proposed project will add to the capacity of sexual health in Central Australia then please forward an application. Below are details about the program for your consideration and a brief proposal form which should be completed and submitted to CSH by the due dates as indicated.
1. Grants are up to $10,000. 
2. Proposed projects should be aimed at building the capacity of sexual health in Aboriginal communities in remote areas of Central Australia.
3. Proposals must be submitted by 5:00 pm on 18th of May 2011. CSH will acknowledge receipt of your application by the 19th of May. If you have not received a confirmation email by the close of business on the 19th then please call CSH on 89515735.
4. Successful grant recipients will enter into a service agreement with CSH. Grants can only be given to incorporated government and non government organisations.
5. CSH will consider each proposal on its merits and decisions will be made by CSH in consultation with its management team.

Proposals will be evaluated against the following criteria:

1. Demonstration of past or existing experience of working with Aboriginal communities in Central Australia.
2. Demonstrated influence on the issues confronting the target group in relation to sexual health and blood-borne virus 
3. Demonstrated aims/objectives, process/methods, activities, outputs and outcomes. 
4. Evidence of participation of Aboriginal people/communities in project development and or implementation.
5. Demonstrated ability to meet financial accountability.
6. Demonstrated project feasibility.
